In one change to the Agenda, the meeting began with a report by Lieutenant Mike Barrow on crime statistics for the past quarter, which showed a slight increase.    He appealed for more neighbors to volunteer to host mini-security meetings to help alert their immediate neighbors to potential crime.

From the Special Committees, Robert Szafranski reported for chairman Scott Stjernstrom of the Budget Planning Committee that a tentative 2012 Budget is printed in the most recent Newsletter.  He had no report from the Financial Review Committee.
