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Peace of Mind

Security.  What does that mean to you?  Is that having extra financial resources in the 
bank? Is that having a job that generates income or a pension check in your account 
each month?  Does it conjure up a sense of peace of mind about your home and your 
neighborhood?  Probably all of those things pop into your mind when you think about 
the word “security”. 

 

Recently our Willow Meadows Civic Association held a vote to consider an increase in 
our annual dues, primarily to cover the costs of our “security” patrol.  As many of you 
know, that vote failed by a small margin of participating members.  Our dues remain at 
$200 per year per household.  While 60% of those who voted wanted an increase in our 
dues, 66.67% affirmative votes were actually needed for any increase.  With a smaller 
pool of money from which to accomplish all that our association is committed to doing, 
this means that our monies designated for the Security Fund have also been reduced. 

 

Some may wonder why that is such a big deal.  I think it is a big deal because it has to 
do not only with our peace of mind, but also with our quality of life.  Criminal cases in 
Harris County rose approximately 6.7% in 2009 right along with the population of this 
growing urban center known as Houston.  When there are more people in a confined 
area, like it or not, we tend to bump into one another.  And it is not always a good 
experience.  In fact, the cost of being victimized often spirals well beyond the amount of 
your annual dues. 

 

Security patrols have been instrumental in maintaining peace of mind in Willow 
Meadows homeowners.  Working patrols have made their presence prominent over the 
last several years.  With scheduled patrols in marked police car units at a variety of 
times during each day, visibility was the focus and goal of the Security Committee of our 
Association.  Our Security Committee implemented what those of us in law enforcement 
already know: visibility of police reduces criminal activity.  Think about it.  Why do you 
slow down when speeding along the freeway when you spot a traffic patrol unit ahead 
on the shoulder?  You slow down for the same reason that a thief cases an area before 
pilfering an item from the retail store’s shelf.  Neither of you want to get caught. 

 

In January 2009, the Rand Corporation published a study by Paul Heaton entitled Crime 
Costs and Public Policy Presentation.  That study showed a strong correlation 
between increased police force visibility and decreases in criminal activity (such 
as homicide, robbery, vehicular theft, burglary and aggravated assault) by examining 
many cities across our great nation and their efforts in dealing with the criminal element.  
The study suggested that although the cost of an increased law enforcement presence  
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was high, the responding decrease in crime created an environment that promoted 
greater economic growth and a safer quality of life. 

 

Mayor Bill White and County Judge Ed Emmett employed the same strategy after 
Hurricane Ike blew through our city in 2008.  Preoccupied with the loss of electricity, you 
may not have been aware that very little looting occurred during that time period 
throughout our city.  Thank law enforcement for that.  An abundance of police officers 
and Sheriff's deputies working overtime in our communities made a strong physical 
presence in our city and county that served as an effective deterrent in reducing 
opportunities to commit crime. 

 

There is no doubt that police visibility invites and creates a sense of security in a 
community.  Isn’t that what you want in Willow Meadows, too?  Our immediate 
Association has pursued the same goal.  We are all in this together because each of us 
wants a safe place in which to live and thrive.  If you can give more than the $200 dues 
per household per year, now is the time to do so.  As a fellow neighbor, I encourage 
everyone who is reading this newsletter to make a commitment to our neighborhood by 
adding additional funds to their annual dues to help increase monies for a visible patrol 
presence in Willow Meadows.  This action will bring you peace of mind.

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Treasurer’s Report, Year-End 2009

Willow Meadows Civic Club finished 2009 with a net operating deficit of $32,464 leaving WMCC with a little over 
$100,000 in equity. Expenditures were very close to the budgeted amounts, but income was approximately $30,000 
higher than anticipated.  About half of the additional income came from donations to the Security Committee.  
These funds were transferred to the operating budget to cover patrol expenses beyond the budgeted amount and to 
purchase a new patrol vehicle.  Excess donations were carried over into 2010 to fund additional patrol time.

Don’t forget to inform us and use our “Vacation Watch” program when you 
plan to be out of town, even if only for a short period of time. 

Reduced WM Security Patrols, the Proposed $75 Dues Increase, and the 2010 Budget 

While the ballot for the proposed $75 dues increase failed to get the required 2/3 vote for 
approval, the 60% who did vote for it indicated that a sizable majority of voting Willow Meadows 
(WM) residents support funding something other than a token Security Patrol effort.  Despite the 
dues increase failing to reach the high bar set for passage, the budget based upon the 
assumption of increased dues did pass.  The board anticipates WM-funded spending will be 
held within revenues expected from the $200 dues level covering the large majority of WM 
residents.  Several Security Patrol shifts have already been cut, with further adjustments 
awaiting the initial response to requests for donations or pledges to the Security Fund during the 
next month. 

Your Donation to the Security Fund Can Help to Restore Security Patrol Cutbacks 

To get to something even close to the 80-81 hours/week for that we actually patrolled for 2008-
9, total donations to the Security Fund of around $71,500 would be required.  If each of the 60% 
of households that appear to support a strong Security Patrol presence would contribute about 
$150 to the Security Fund, we could fund 80 hr/wk coverage.  Obviously, donations at any level 
from those households who do not want to see a severely diminished security presence in our 
neighborhood would be greatly appreciated.  These funds will help to save even more Security 
Patrol shifts from being cut since our current patrol coverage exceeds WM-funded levels. 

Security Patrol Staffing and Patrol Coverage 

Staffing:  We have had to lay off one Security Patrol Officer and cut back the number of shifts 
patrolled by several others. 

Patrol Coverage Data:  For 2009, weekly averages varied from 66.3 to 98.3 hr/wk, averaging 
81.2 hr/wk over the whole year.  For 2010, we have patrolled an average 74.8 hours/week for 
the January pay period while civic club funding will cover only 42 hr/wk. 

Continuing Security Committee Initiative 

Mini-Neighborhood Watch Program:  We have a number of households lined up to host these 
meetings in the first months of 2010.  More security-minded volunteers are needed to host 
additional local organizational meetings for this program.  See your December issue of the 
Willow Meadows News (or the online version at www.willowmeadows.org) for more details on 
this program.

For now it appears that the incidence of crimes in many of the surrounding areas continues to 
exceed those in Willow Meadows.  We hope that generous donations to the Security Fund will 
help us to keep something approaching adequate patrol coverage.  A largely donation-
supported Security Patrol in 2010 should ensure the kind of patrol vehicle visibility that 
contributes to the kind of crime deterrence that has worked reasonably well for us over the last 
couple of years. 

Please read the excellent article by WM resident and Assistant District Attorney Lynne Parsons 
on page 3 that addresses the point of visible police presence as a deterrent to crime.  That 
article stands in sharp contrast to the flyers and article put forth by opponents of adequate 
funding for security, those opponents’ documents containing numerous distortions and 
exaggerations, and some outright lies.  Let’s hope that those ethically challenged opponents do 
not prevail next time. 
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Yard Waste Collection--More Changes Ahead

On the heels of the recent change in our yard waste collection day, the City of Houston 
is implementing another change in its yard waste recycling program.  As many of you 
are probably aware, as of April 5, 2010, city-approved compostable bags will be 
required for the city to collect your yard clippings.  These bags are available at 
Lowes, Home Depot, Wal-Mart and other retailers (call 3-1-1 or visit 
www.houstonsolidwaste.org for more retailers).  More than 1000 lawn service 
companies have already been officially notified by the city about the new bag 
requirements. 
 
So what does this mean for Willow 
Meadows?  The primary concern is that 
residents or their yard services may 
neglect to follow the new guideline and 
bags of clippings will remain at the curb 
after the pick-up date.  The Deed 
Restriction Enforcement Committee 
continues to struggle with repeated early 
placement of yard waste at the curb, a 
violation of both city ordinance and 
WMCC deed restrictions.  While we are 
reluctant to ask the city to patrol the 
neighborhood and issue citations, we 
are in the process of initiating that 
request.  Please do not place your yard 
recycling at the curb any earlier than 6 
PM the evening before pickup (6 PM 
Wednesdays). 
 
Here are some key facts about the City of Houston's solid waste policies: 
 
• The City requires that lawn mowing services take bagged clippings with them for 

disposal. Obviously, this is rarely enforced, but you may want to request this service. 
• It is against the law to dispose of yard waste in your regular trash container.  

Violators can face fines of up to $2000. 
• City ordinance prohibits the placement of trash or recycling at the curb before 6 PM 

the evening before regular pickup. 
• As of April 5, 2010, all yard waste must be placed for recycling in city-approved 

compostable bags.

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Newsletter Advertising Rates 
 

Just like nearly everything else the Willow Meadows Civic Club does, the Willow Meadows 
News is produced and distributed by volunteers.  The only cost to the Civic Club is printing, 
which costs several hundred dollars per issue.  Since we publish four issues per year in early 
March, June, September and December – just before each general meeting – the total cost of 
printing is more than $1,000 per year.  The News accepts advertising for two reasons:  as a 
service to our residents and to help pay for printing. 
 
Our advertising rates are $40 for a quarter page, $75 for a half page, $150 for an inside page, 
all per issue.  Effective with the September 2009 issue, the price for the back page increased to 
$200. Each issue is distributed to the 825 homes in the neighborhood and is posted to the Civic 
Club’s website, www.willowmeadows.org shortly after publication.  The Treasurer mails invoices 
to advertisers shortly after each issue is published or will accept payment in advance if an 
advertiser prefers. 
 
The deadline for sending new ads or changes in ads to the editor for each issue is the 7th day of 
the month preceding the month of publication (February 7 for the March issue, May 7 for the 
June issue, August 7 for the September issue and November 7 for the December issue).  The 
News is only printed with black ink so any color graphics or pictures in ads sent to us will be 
printed in black or gray, but those graphics or pictures will be reproduced in color when the 
issue is posted to the website. 
 
Since the News is produced by volunteers and our advertising rates are modest, we do not 
provide the level of service that commercial advertising outlets such as newspapers, radio and 
television stations provide to their customers.  We will assist advertisers in arranging simple 
ads, but we do not provide a graphic design service to create elaborate ads.  We also expect 
advertisers to notify the editor if they want to stop or change their ads before the deadline for 
each issue; otherwise we will repeat each ad in each following issue until told not to.  As an 
exception to this, if an advertiser specifies in advance that he or she wants to place an ad in a 
specific number of issues, we will place the ad that many times then stop it.  The content of ads 
sent to us has not been a problem in recent years, but the editor does reserve the right to reject 
advertisements which would not be a service to our residents or would offend our residents. 
 
 
 

Advertising inquiries should be made to 
the editor. The editor prepares the News 
in Microsoft Word software so 
advertisers should send ads to the 
editor by email.  Most formats that MS 
Word can handle are fine.  Advertisers 
should include their mailing addresses 
and telephone numbers in their email 
messages with ads to facilitate invoicing 
by the Treasurer and any contacts by 
the editor which may be required.
