If your call rolls over to our answering service,
please do leave a message there and then phone HPD Dispatch at (713) 884-3131 if you feel it
necessary. Remember to please call (713) 447-0200 to use our “Vacation Watch” program
when you plan to be out of town, even if only for a short period of time; and include (713) 447-
0200 in your alarm company’s calling tree.

A Year-End Thank You

The eleven WMCC Security Patrol Officers are very grateful for the generosity of those
residents who contributed to the Security Officers’ Holiday Fund. The $6,870 donated to the
fund was apportioned out to the Officers based upon actual hours patrolled in the neighborhood.
This amounted to an additional $2/hour bonus, distributed with the end of November pay
checks, that we hope enabled our Officers and their families to have an even happier 2011
holiday season and showed our appreciation for the work they have done for us in Willow
Meadows during this past year.

The WMCC Security Committee as well as the Patrol Officers are also very grateful for the over
$26,000 donated to the Security Fund which, also using some carryover donated funds from
prior years, allowed us to keep the patrol cars roving around our neighborhood streets for an
additional four to five 4-hour shifts during 2011.

Below are the 30-day crime maps downloaded on November 22 for thefts (including burglaries
of motor vehicles) and then burglaries of homes/garages/apartments/businesses.

Thefts from mid-October through mid-November in and around Willow Meadows
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Thefts including burglaries of motor vehicles (BMVs) but not vehicle thefts: It should be
noted that during this 30-day time period while no thefts show up, there was at least one, on
Osby, on November 11, where rims/tires were stolen from a vehicle overnight. As can be seen
in the crime statistics table, for the 3-month period of August through October, there were nine
BMVs in Willow Meadows compared to two for the May through July interval. There was also
one auto theft in the last three months and none for the three months before that. The burglaries
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of motor vehicles are ongoing points of frustration to both the residents and the Patrol Officers.
Despite many cautions about securing valuables out of sight and keeping your vehicles as far
away from the street as possible, case after case shows that disregard for such advice is still
widespread. Caution about your vehicles should be especially heightened during the holiday
shopping season.

Burglaries of habitations/buildings: The burglary map shows one in Willow Meadows during
this recent 30-day period, and seven burglaries are recorded for August through October
compared to four for May through July.

With both burglaries of habitations and BMVs up for the recent 3-month period compared to the
prior three months, we urge our residents to be especially vigilant and report any suspicious
activity, persons, or vehicles which may relate to burglary suspects or those scouting for
lucrative homes to burgle to our Security Patrol ASAP. Please leave a message with the
answering service if no one is on duty. The quickly generated emails
from the answering service are sent to four inboxes for short order
scrutiny and/or follow-up by the next officer on duty. Don’t be put off
by the answering service message header before a live person
responds to your call. Your call does not go to an answering machine
but always to someone live.

As Officer Duran, pictured at left, recommended at the June General
Meeting, do not leave the boxes from major appliance, computer, and
TV purchases by your curb for criminals to notice. Break down the
cardboard boxes into smaller pieces and put them in your green bin or
out for trash pickup as close to the actual pickup time as possible.

Irrigation & Watering

We are still in Stage 2 water rationing. The rain we are receiving weekly is not enough to make up for the
drought. Recharging our water reservoirs will take a long time. Please remember to use water wisely.
There are several new articles speaking of the drought and how this may just be the beginning.

If you don’t have a rain sensor connected to your irrigation system, installing one is very simple, and will
save you money. All newly installed irrigation systems are required to have a rain sensor. There is a good
reason behind this.

There is a chance you may be overwatering your yard with your irrigation system this time of year. Based
on our current water restrictions and no matter if we receive rain or not, the idea is to water on the days
you're allowed to water, because that is when you can water. However, we know this time of year rain
water is about all you need to maintain enough moisture for plants to survive from November through
February. Based on historical weather data you should be able shut off (or rely on your rain sensor) the
irrigation system from November through February, unless you install new plants. When we receive 0.5”
of rain weekly this time of year (as we have been seeing), you may not need to water your yard as much
as you think. Please stick with me as this information gets a little technical.

ET Rates: We lose about 0.10” of water per day due to Evaporation and plant Transpiration (known as
ET). Over a 5 day period this equals 0.50” of water loss through ET. Based on these factors: sun, cloudy
days, evaporation, transpiration, type of soil, dormancy of plants, and other environmental conditions, you
essentially don’t need to water your yard for up to 4-5 days after we receive 0.50” of rain.

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Precipitation Rates: Most irrigation systems in our neighborhood consist of pop-up type spray and rotor
type heads.

91 Pop-up spray heads distribute on average 1.5” of water per hour (precipitation rate) and have
efficiency (actual amount of water that gets to the roots) on average of 65%. Running a spray
zone for 10 minutes will disperse about 0.25” of water to the root zone (actual 0.16” based on the
efficiency of the system).

1 Rotor heads distribute on average 0.5” of water per hour and have efficiency on average of 75%.
Running a rotor zone for 30 minutes will disperse about .25” of water to the root zone (actual
0.19” based on efficiency).

Now that we know both rain factors (ET rates) and irrigation system factors (Precipitation Rates), we can
rely on rain to provide water for our yards this time of year (November through February) and irrigation
water is not necessary. However, if we don’t receive rain then we can assume watering your yard 1 day a
week and 2-3 times that day will be sufficient for the landscape during the dormant winter months.

Esplanades
All trees in our esplanades suffered due to the drought. Most survived however some smaller weaker

trees died. These trees were removed or will be removed. Thankfully we didn’t lose more as compared to
other areas in Houston. Future plans call to install new trees in our esplanades. These will replenish the
old. Irrigation to these new trees will be considered during installation to ensure they get a good start.

At the entry markers new mulch was installed. New seasonal color is not being installed this year as this
will require watering outside of the Houston Stage 2 restrictions. General maintenance and pruning is
occurring to keep a neat appearance.

Lawns

Many lawns suffered this year during the drought. St. Augustine lawns under stress were attacked by
cinch bugs in July and August. You can determine an infestation by noticing the lawn dying away from
paved areas. Watering the yard seems to do no good and then you begin to see Bermuda grass growing
where you had St. Augustine. These are the first signs of cinch bugs. They are hard to see, but some
hands and knees investigation can reveal their presence. At the first sign of die off, treating for cinch bugs
is necessary to keep from spreading. Damage done may not be seen for another week or two after the
first treatment. A second treatment is necessary to ensure they don’t pop-up somewhere else or come
from another area.

This time of year, stripping the dead grass areas is important and then apply a thin layer of compost
where grass was removed. The compost will aid in new sod growth (especially in the spring), however
keeping the weeds out is necessary until new sod has a chance to grow. The new sod can be applied as
solid sod, or you can try to get the existing sod areas to grow into the compost. Either way ample water is
necessary to establish a lawn. Hand watering may need to occur due to the water restrictions.

Artificial turf is a popular item and is in high demand. Many arid regions use artificial turf as their lawn.
Children’s playgrounds and sport fields are switching to artificial turf. Shady areas of yards where you
want to enjoy a lawn are now possible with artificial turfs. There are many types and varieties of these
turfs available. Texture and color make for a very realistic look that makes it difficult to see your lawn is
fake. The cost are pretty high however, but you can imagine never dealing with or costs associated with
mowing, edging, weeding, fertilizer, insecticide, fungicide, herbicide, over seeding with rye in the winter,
and especially all the watering of real lawns.

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Newsletter Advertising Rates

Just like nearly everything else the Willow Meadows Civic Club does, the Willow Meadows
News is produced and distributed by volunteers. The only cost to the Civic Club is printing,
which costs several hundred dollars per issue. Since we publish four issues per year in early
March, June, September and December — just before each general meeting — the total cost of
printing is more than $1,000 per year. The News accepts advertising for two reasons: as a
service to our residents and to help pay for printing.

Our advertising rates are $40 for a quarter page, $75 for a half page, and $150 for a full page,
all per issue. Each issue is distributed to the 825 homes in the neighborhood and is posted to
the Civic Club’s website, www.willowmeadows.org shortly after publication. The Treasurer
mails invoices to advertisers shortly after each issue is published or will accept payment in
advance if an advertiser prefers.

The deadline for sending new ads or changes in ads to the editor for each issue is the 7™ day of
the month preceding the month of publication (February 7 for the March issue, May 7 for the
June issue, August 7 for the September issue and November 7 for the December issue). The
News is only printed with black ink so any color graphics or pictures in ads sent to us will be
printed in black or gray, but those graphics or pictures will be reproduced in color when the
issue is posted to the website. Since the News is produced by volunteers and our advertising
rates are modest, we do not provide the level of service that commercial advertising outlets
such as newspapers, radio and television stations provide to their customers. We will assist
advertisers in arranging simple ads, but we do not provide a graphic design service to create
elaborate ads.

We also expect advertisers to notify the editor if they want to stop or change their ads before
the deadline for each issue; otherwise we will repeat each ad in each following issue until told
not to. As an exception to this, if an advertiser specifies in advance that he or she wants to
place an ad in a specific number of issues, we will place the ad that many times then stop it.
The content of ads sent to us has not been a problem in recent years, but the editor does
reserve the right to reject advertisements which would not be a service to our residents or would
offend our residents.
