Entry Marker Maintenance

Please let me know if you're interested in keeping an eye out for one of the 3 larger / 2 smaller Entry
Markers. Another set of eyes on the upkeep would be a tremendous help. Our goal is to enhance and
maintain the appearance of the two smaller Entry Markers; however, without access to water, maintaining
these locations has not been routine.

Irrigation & Watering
Throughout Willow Meadows, we see a lot of water being WASTED due to:
1. Overspray - areas where water can’t percolate such as walkways, driveways, decks, etc., and

2. Improper run times set on the irrigation controllers.

Have your irrigation system checked by a Licensed Irrigator. Runoff also contributes to mosquitoes. If you
have any questions regarding the chart below, please contact me.

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Status of Mosquito Abatement in Willow Meadows

Early Problems: The latest bumps in the road to implementing the plans of
Mosquito Abatement Committee may be successfully overcome by the time you
read this. First there was the issue of obtaining permission to proceed from the
Storm Water Environmental Enforcement Sect ion of the City of Houston
Department of Public Works & Engineering. That was granted in

July, 2010. Then, however, the contractor who initially solicited the

work for installing the tethered Methoprene briquets in our storm

drains backed out.

Consequenc es of the street resurfacing: Further compounding the problems
blocking forward progress were the numerous drain covers which were partially

covered by the justifiably maligned street resurfacing project. Having any mosquito
abatement contractor remove th e carelessly laid asphalt from the storm drain
covers would push the project cost far over the amount budgeted by the civic club.
Thus, volunteers were requested to remove the asphalt deposits that were

interfering with storm drain cover removal. Few cam e forward. These few have
been chipping away at the asphalt deposits and working their way through the
neighborhood, much to the puzzlement of some residents. Quite a number of drain
covers were severely paved over and required from 30 minutes to an hour eachto
remove the solidified asphalt overlays! This unexpected aspect of restoring better
access to storm drain covers has slowed the letting of the contract in 2011.

Unexpected and unfortunate events: The spring drought largely helped in
mitigating against the extent of mosquito proliferation issues usually experienced
with the onset of warmer weather. The fact that some areas still had major
mosquito populations during the drought points to either or both of two likely
scenarios:

1. Residents were no t paying attention to standing water issues in their yards,
owing to water persisting in potted plant saucers or other places where water
from irrigation systems could collect and last long enough for mosquitoes to
hatch.

2. The poorly executed street resurf acing project created numerous non -
draining sites along the curb where long lasting pools of water supplied by
yard irrigation runoff or rain served as breeding grounds for mosquitoes.

The solution to scenario #1 lies with the residents responsible for car elessly
allowing water to persist in their yards. There is little hope
that most of these people will change their ways, but one
should encourage their neighbors to complain about the
nuisance being created through their carelessness. Please

report areas of overly high mosquito infestation to At-large-
1@willowmeadows.org.

To solve scenario #2, residents need to repeatedly nag the
resurfacing folks with the City of Houston, Department of
Public Works and Engineering, about the health nuisance that they hav e created by
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poorly resurfacing portions of our streets in such a manner as to prevent proper

entry of rainwater into the storm drain system. Also, let the Mosquito Ab atement
Committee know (  At-large-1@willowmeadows.org ) where these persistent curbside
puddles are so that we can summarize the extent of the problem throughout the
neighborhood and perhaps enlist the help of our City Council Member with this

matter.

Near -term expectations: Once the few aspha It chipping
volunteers have completed their tasks, it is hoped that a
reasonably priced contractor can be awarded the task of
installing the tethered Methoprene briquets. If unit installation
costs from available vendors are now higher than the originally budgeted total
amount, the storm drain system map will be used to identify downstream storm

drains which may not need briquets installed. Reducing the number of units

installed should then ensure that the overall mosquito abatement budget limit may

notbe exceeded. Letdbs keep our fingers crossed

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Capital Improvement Plan To Affect Willow Meadows

On February 16, District C City Councilwoman Anne Clutterbuck held a Town Hall
meeting to discuss the Capital Improvement Plan, a five-year plan to address Houston’s
infrastructure needs. The plan tackles streets/bridges, water/sewer/storm drainage,
libraries/parks/health facilities, police/fire departments, and the airport system. Funding for the
CIP comes from sources such as voter-authorized bonds, revenue bonds, Community
Development Block Grants, private contributions, Federal and State programs, Metro, etc. The
budget cycle is from July 1 to June 30; budgeting uses 5-year projections, but each year is within
the constraints of the city budget. The CIP can be viewed online via
http://www.houstontx.gov/cip/ (click on the "Capital Improvement Plan web application™
link). CIP inquiries and requests can be made by calling the City's 311 Service Helpline, or
online via http://www.houstontx.gov/ -- under Online Services, click the arrow for the drop-
down menu and select the 311 City Helpline link; from there, you can submit an online CIP
request.

The ReBuild Houston portion of the meeting was hosted by Mayor Parker. ReBuild
Houston is the name of the program that was implemented as a result of voters passing Prop 1,
which requires amendment of the city charter to create a "dedicated pay-as-you-go fund for
drainage and streets" to be implemented by July 1, 2011. Funding sources for ReBuild Houston
are pay-as-you-go (51%), 3rd party funds (19%), a new Developer Impact Fee (2%), and a new
Drainage Utility Fee initially set at levels to generate at least $125 million per year (28%).

All properties will be charged on the basis of their amount of impervious area. Street and
drainage "credits" will be available for porous pavement (based on a demonstrated infiltration
rate exceeding a to-be-determined minimum standard), open ditches, infiltration trenches, and
rain barrels. At the time of the town hall meeting, churches, schools, and non-profits were
intended to be charged a drainage fee. In November, voters were told that the average monthly
drainage fee for a "curb and gutter” property would be $5 per month, and for an "open ditch"
property $4.06 per month (this was based on no exemptions for counties, school districts, or
religious organizations). Various exemption scenarios were then presented, which resulted in the
expected monthly drainage fee for "curb and gutter" properties to go up to $5.38 per month, and
for "open ditch" properties to go up to $4.38 per month.

During the Q&A | pointed out that not only would churches and non-profits be negatively
impacted by the drainage fee, but homeowners would end up paying more than $5 per month
regardless of whether there were any exemptions or not -- because they would be paying higher
school taxes (to pay for HISD's share), higher county taxes (to pay for the county's share), higher
federal taxes (to pay for the federal share), etc. | suspect I'm not the only Willow Meadows
resident whose drainage utility fee turns out to be significantly higher than $5 per month!

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Thefts from mid-April through mid-May in and around Willow Meadows
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The burglaries of residences have returned to levels of concern in March and April, with five
throughout March and three all on one day in April. However, burglaries of motor vehicles and
thefts, down from the relatively alarming levels seen in January, stayed at modest levels in
Willow Meadows for the recent three-month interval. The February cold snap seems to have
suppressed criminal activity.

The Email Security Alert System and Its Effects

Many thanks to those of you who expressed your appreciation of the email alert sent out shortly
after the triple burglaries on April 15. Since many of you did pass along hard copies to
neighbors, we received about 25 requests from WM residents wishing to be added to the alert
list. However, quite a few email bounce-backs were generated by that email distribution. If you
have changed your email provider and have not informed WM Security about it, now would be a
good time to send along the new email address to security@willowmeadows.org. Alas, we have
fallen back to about 320 households (out of about 820) for which we have one or more working
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email addresses. So it would also be a great time to go around to your neighbors and ask them
to send along their email addresses as directed above.

Because of the email security alert, more residents have been calling in recently about
suspicious vehicles than has been the case in the last year or so, a gratifying improvement in
neighborhood vigilance. Although the WM homeowners are funding our Security Patrol Officers
to patrol our neighborhood, the Patrol Officers cannot be everywhere at once. More watchful
eyes than the Officers alone can provide are needed to detect suspicious individuals casing the
neighborhood or actually committing crimes. Willow Meadows residents and others are the very
necessary foundation upon which our successful security network is built. Without those vigilant
and alert stay-at-home parents, work-from-home residents, retired residents, postal carriers,
and even utility workers, our ability to deter and apprehend criminals would be seriously
undermined.

Thank You for Generously Contributing to the 2011 Security Fund!

Thus far in 2011 your much-appreciated contributions of about $25,000 to the Security Fund will
allow us to fund more Security Patrol shifts (nearly 64 hours/week [hr/wk]) than would have
been covered by dues-based funding alone (40 hr/wk). The increase in pro-rated crime rates
from 2010 to 2011 demonstrates why we need more than the minimal coverage that would
come only from that portion of your annual dues devoted to the Security Program. If you believe
that the baseline financial support for Security from WMCC dues should be higher—to more
fairly share the burden among those who benefit from additional Security Patrol coverage
hours—Ilet your civic club board know that you support another increase in dues for 2012.

Important Security Phone Numbers

In case of an imminent threat, call 911 and stay on the line with them; the WM Security Patrol
will hear the police radio traffic generated by your 911 call and move to assist you. For non-
threatening or routine calls to HPD, please phone HPD Dispatch at (713) 884-3131. Then call
the Willow Meadows Security Patrol at (713) 447-0200. Also please call (713) 447-0200 to
use our “Vacation Watch” program when you plan to be out of town, even if only for a short
period of time.

Join Our Mini-Security Meeting Program as a Host for Your Neighbors

We have had some highly successful Mini-Security Meetings thus far this year. The Security
Committee cordially invites you to serve as a host for another of our Mini-Security Meetings.
The host/hostess invites neighbors to attend from several houses in their immediate vicinity. On
the agreed meeting date, Lt. Barrow leads a discussion of the mechanics of how the WM
Security Program works and how the neighbors in attendance can use the program more
effectively to become more vigilant about observing and reporting suspicious people, vehicles,
and activities on their street. Also included are tips on making your property more secure and
other ways to help prevent crime. Some members of the Security Committee may also be on
hand to field questions about the civic club’s role in supporting the Security Program.

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Newsletter Advertising Rates

Just like nearly everything else the Willow Meadows Civic Club does, the Willow Meadows
News is produced and distributed by volunteers. The only cost to the Civic Club is printing,
which costs several hundred dollars per issue. Since we publish four issues per year in early
March, June, September and December — just before each general meeting — the total cost of
printing is more than $1,000 per year. The News accepts advertising for two reasons: as a
service to our residents and to help pay for printing.

Our advertising rates are $40 for a quarter page, $75 for a half page, and $150 for a full page,
all per issue. Each issue is distributed to the 825 homes in the neighborhood and is posted to
the Civic Club’s website, www.willowmeadows.org shortly after publication. The Treasurer
mails invoices to advertisers shortly after each issue is published or will accept payment in
advance if an advertiser prefers.

The deadline for sending new ads or changes in ads to the editor for each issue is the 7™ day of
the month preceding the month of publication (February 7 for the March issue, May 7 for the
June issue, August 7 for the September issue and November 7 for the December issue). The
News is only printed with black ink so any color graphics or pictures in ads sent to us will be
printed in black or gray, but those graphics or pictures will be reproduced in color when the
issue is posted to the website. Since the News is produced by volunteers and our advertising
rates are modest, we do not provide the level of service that commercial advertising outlets
such as newspapers, radio and television stations provide to their customers. We will assist
advertisers in arranging simple ads, but we do not provide a graphic design service to create
elaborate ads.

We also expect advertisers to notify the editor if they want to stop or change their ads before
the deadline for each issue; otherwise we will repeat each ad in each following issue until told
not to. As an exception to this, if an advertiser specifies in advance that he or she wants to
place an ad in a specific number of issues, we will place the ad that many times then stop it.
The content of ads sent to us has not been a problem in recent years, but the editor does
reserve the right to reject advertisements which would not be a service to our residents or would
offend our residents.
