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A Scammer Apprehended in Willow Meadows

At the June 8, 2011, General Meeting of the Willow Meadows Civic Club, Officer
Matt Ham described the situation in late April, 2011, when he responded to a phone
call f rom a neighborhood resident who was suspicious of a young man who was

soliciting funds from her. What foll ows is Offji

There was a 22 -year -old white male, looking fairly preppy like any college kid,
wearing an Abercrombi e shirt and other clothing that was not cheap. He had gone

to Stephen Polnaszekodos and several other houses

everybody different information. He had material with him to support his sale of

magazines, but he also had other pitches that he made to supposedly r aise money

in support of youth  sports efforts.

He told one resident at Piermain and Nenana that he was 17 years old and was

trying to raise money for his high school baseball team. It was around noon and
theresident t hought that it was strange that
schools normally do not send out kids to try to raise money during the day. He

kept trying to ply various pitches, trying to look into her house, and finally saying

the Security Patrol a call, telling Officer Ham that the young man was now walking
down Piermain toward O&6Meara and asking
out.

Officer Hamdroveovert her e and saw the young man
next to a house that was up for sale. Officer Ham knew that the house was vacant
and that nobody was supposed to be there. The suspicious young man was walking

around the outside of the house, looking i nto the windows, and looking around to

make sure that nobody was watching him. Officer Ham stopped the car and went

up to him and said fiHey, howdés it going, and wh
il dm just selling magazines. 0 forhdnameaerdisdajeam t hen
He sai d, iwel |, | 6m 18. 0 Then Officer Ham aske

he was born in 1988. Well, that would make him 22, so the young man was

obviously lying about something. At that point Officer Ham put him i n handcuffs

and detained him for a bit. The Officer could also tell that the young man had been
smoking some drugs earlier on.

Officer Ham looked at his cell phone and noted that he had gotten a text message
from one of the other people with that group o f scammers working the
neighborhood asking, #fADi d the police see you?o0
walking around the neighborhood and most likely up to some mischief. Officer Ham
believed that it was obvious that they were going around looking for somebod
house to break into. When they found a good house where nobody was at home,
they were all going to head over there and try to break in.

The young man received a phone call while Officer Ham was talking to him. It was
apparently from his boss who had dropped several people off in Willow Meadows
and Willowbend. There were going around telling people all kinds of different

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information, trying to get into their houses. Officer Ham told the guy on the phone

that he needed to come by and pick his guy up here in the neighborhood. When
that man pulled up, Officer Ham put him in handcuffs, too, wanting to see what he

was up to also. It turned out that he had a warrant out for his arrest from the

Spring Valley Police Department, which is in Spring Branch. Unfortunately, they
could not confirm the warrants right then over the phone, so Officer Ham could not

take that man to jail.

Both the young man and the van driver were from out of state
They had been arrested several times in different states. Apparently what they do
is to go around to different states, travelling around constantly, and never staying

in one place more than a week or two. They say that they are selling magazines,

but that is not really the case. | talked to one reside nt that the first hand  -cuffed

young man had talked to. He sai d, i Oh, yeah,
could buy some magazines. 0 The resident had
But all that the young man had written down was how many people lived there and

items that he had seen inside the house. There was nothing written down about
purchasing magazines. He was just going to go back and try to break into that
house and get the stuff that he had seen.

The young man was arrested for refusing to pr ovide his correct name and date of
birth. Officer Ham could not get any other charges on him since he had not

actually broken into the house. The second suspect, who was driving the cargo van
around the neighborhood, was told to pick up the other guy tha
in the neighborhood. Officer Ham warned him that if he ever saw him driving
around our area anymore, then he would automatically being going to jail. These
two men have not been seen back here since then.

Lessons Learned

9 Such bogu s magazine sales and/or phony charity scammers have been working
the neighborhood off and on for years.

1 Do not fall for their magazine sales scam or other pitches that may make for
funding various causes. Do not give them cash or a check.

1 Do not believet hem when they say they are from the neighborhood. Ask for ID,
names that you can look up in the Willow Meadows Directory. They may say

t hat they have no I D on them; ask them
come back.

1 Do not let them inside your house

1 You really should call Willow Meadows Security at (713) 447 -0200 when these

people show up at your door. If your call rolls over to the answering service,
please leave a detailed description of the individual(s) who came to your door.
The next Officer on duty may see the scammers elsewhere in the neighborhood
and use your information as a basis for checking them out and getting them out
of the neighborhood, one way (in cuffs) or another.

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Data Gatherers / Information Checkers Needed for

the 2012 Willow Meadows Directory

The Board is tryingto publish along -overdue update of the Willow Meadows
Directory. Like previous directories, copies will only be provided to Willow Meadows
residents, it will not be published online for access by others outside of the
neighborhood, and this time most copies that will be distributed will be digital (most
likely as Adobe Acrobat files) except to those relatively few residents who do not

have personal computers and will receive printed copies if they so desire.

Two efforts are converging to make bot h the upcoming Willow Meadows Directory

and the Security Patrol contact information files as accurate and up -to -date as
possible. Both the Willow Meadows Civic Club Treasurer and the Security

Committee Chair maintain lists of our residents. With many pro perties for sale,
keeping the lists of owners current can be a challenge for where the Treasurer

sends the various WMCC mail  -outs.

The Security Patrol Officers, on the other hand, would like to be able to contact all

WM residents including renters, a grou p on which the Treasurer does not maintain
inform ation, as well as local and far -away owners of rental properties or properties
for sale. Renters should be listed in the Directory, if they wish to be included, since

many of them live here for quite some t ime and they are just as much a part of the

neighborhood as the resident owners.

Anyhow, with the Security Patrol resident contact spreadsheet (and patrol car

BlackBerry address book) being regularly updated, that makes for a good platform

on which to bui Id the next Willow Meadows Directory. While there have been

several offers of help with manipulating the Excel spreadsheet maintained by

Security to prepare some information from it for publishing as the directory, the

problems remain that some previously carried over errors and well as the large
amount of updating is needed. This requires an army of volunteers to help out with
contacting residents to verify or update the information for the directory and

checking on who does and does not want to be liste d in the neighborhood directory.

We are looking for residents on each block who have the gumption and positive
personal attributes to work with their nearby neighbors and the Directory update
group from the WMCC Board to do the following:
1 Check onthe nam e(s) of the residents and owners of the houses on their
block
1 Determine who is willing to have their name, address, and phone number (or
some subset of these) published in the Directory and those who wish to
remain anonymous
9 Also obtain the following items for the Security Patrol:
0 Additional contact information (work and cell phone numbers) for use
by the Security Patrol so that they can contact residents or owners
about situations on their properties. Our Security Patrol Officers are
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frequently frustrated by having no way to contact a resident who is not
home but whose property has come to their attention for any number
of justifiably concerning reasons.
o Email addresses for use in sending out security alerts about incidents
in the neighborhood.

While | kn ow quite a few people around the neighborhood that | may be prone to
ask for help in this endeavor, it would be great if other volunteers came forward to
show some neighborhood spirit and offer to devote a little time to this project. We
need lots of help  to make the new directory the best that it can be as well as an
ongoing minimal effort to capture comprehensive but confidential contact
information from all of our neighbors, be they long term WM residents or relatively

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Mayor Parker Orders Mandatory Water Conservation Measures

Due to persistent drought conditions and continuously decreasing water levels in Lake
Houston, as of Monday, August 15, 2011, Mayor Annise Parker has mandated the
implementation o f the City of Houston Stage Two Water Conservation Measures. Citizens

are required to:

1 Repair all detectable leaks within 72 hours of discovery and

9 Limit outdoor irrigation to the hours shown on P.13 onno more than two days per
week according to the fol  lowing schedule:
0 Sundays and Thursdays for customers with even -numbered street
addresses
o Saturdays and Wednesdays for customers with odd -numbered street
addresses
Failure to follow requirements may result in fines. For questions or to report a

violatio n, please call 3 -1-1.

While these restrictions are mandatory, the City of Houston will begin with warnings and an
informational campaign because the goal is voluntary compliance. For those who insist on
not being good neighbors, citations will follow.

The City itself will also take internal water conservation measures, such as:

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2012 Budget Planning
By Scott Stjernstrom, Budget Planning Committee Chairman

On July, 21%, 2011, the Budget Planning Committee convened to begin planning for 2012. All
committee chairs were asked in advance to review their 2011 budgets and update their
expectations for next year. The Treasurer presented actual expenditures and projected needs.

The Committee members reviewed each expenditure category but identified only relatively
minimal differences between the 2011 budget and 2012 anticipated needs. The committee then
discussed the possibility of a neighborhood vote on a dues increase for 2012. Preliminary
budgets for each scenario were developed and are shown below. At this time, the committee has
not made a recommendation to the Board regarding the potential dues increase. The dues
increase would be used to maintain the 2011 Security Patrol hours without drawing upon the
cash reserves.

The Board has reviewed the preliminary budget proposals, but has not approved the final version
that will be presented for voting at the 4™ Quarter General Meeting. If you would like to
comment on the proposed 2012 budget, you may do so at the 3 Quarter General Meeting or at
the October Board Meeting, tentatively scheduled for October 11™ at 7pm (check the WMCC
website for the location). You may also provide your input to any Board member.

Below are the 30-day crime maps downloaded on August 19" for thefts (including burglaries of
motor vehicles) and then burglaries of homes/garages/apartments/businesses.
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Thefts from mid-July through mid-August in and around Willow Meadows
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It should be noted that the theft that shows up on Nenana should really be located near a
business outside of the neighborhood. It is because the crime was only discovered several
minutes after returning to Willow Meadows that it shows up here. The complainant believes that
the passenger door lock was knocked out while she was patronizing a restaurant, not while
parked in Willow Meadows.

On the other hand, while the burglary map only shows one in Willow Meadows during this time
period, we know of a second burglary that also occurred in the north section of Willow Meadows
during this interval. That goes to show that there are occasional, but very rare in our
experience, flaws in this HPD-supplied tool.

Crimes such as burglaries of habitations are up for this 4-month period compared to last year.
In 2010 there were four burglaries or attempted burglaries in WM, while in 2011 there were
seven during these same four months. In contrast for the same 4-month period, burglaries of
motor vehicles/thefts from motor vehicles went from five in 2010 to three in 2011. While it is
painful to observe any crime occurring in WM, even more so for our neighbors who were
victims, it must be stated that relative to our neighborhood population, these all around low
numbers still put us among the lower crime areas in Houston.

Preliminary Budget Estimates and Security Coverage for 2012

As we count down to the Board-recommended budget for 2012, which should be finalized in
November, we note that with keeping the Security Budget to cover the same paltry 46.5
hours/week for next year, it may have to be increased by over $7,000 (>$8.50/household) to
cover increases in fuel costs, insurance, and wages.

Needless to say, | would very much like for WM to fund, via dues, even more security patrol
shifts for 2012. Adding another 4-hour/week shift for the whole year costs around $10,000, or
another dollar per month per household in increased dues. I'd love to add more than one! The
small cadre of vocal but factually challenged critics have turned back the hoped-for $75 dues
increase of a couple of years ago (even though 60% of those voting approved the increase),
and this has made the Board cautious about even asking for another 10% dues increase, which
only needs a simple majority. If you support dues increases which would provide for more
Security Patrol hours, maobilize your neighbors to join you in this effort and then, en
masse, let the Board know of your desire for more security coverage for 2012 in Willow
Meadows.

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Newsletter Advertising Rates

Just like nearly everything else the Willow Meadows Civic Club does, the Willow Meadows
News is produced and distributed by volunteers. The only cost to the Civic Club is printing,
which costs several hundred dollars per issue. Since we publish four issues per year in early
March, June, September and December — just before each general meeting — the total cost of
printing is more than $1,000 per year. The News accepts advertising for two reasons: as a
service to our residents and to help pay for printing.

Our advertising rates are $40 for a quarter page, $75 for a half page, and $150 for a full page,
all per issue. Each issue is distributed to the 825 homes in the neighborhood and is posted to
the Civic Club’s website, www.willowmeadows.org shortly after publication. The Treasurer
mails invoices to advertisers shortly after each issue is published or will accept payment in
advance if an advertiser prefers.

The deadline for sending new ads or changes in ads to the editor for each issue is the 7" day of
the month preceding the month of publication (February 7 for the March issue, May 7 for the
June issue, August 7 for the September issue and November 7 for the December issue). The
News is only printed with black ink so any color graphics or pictures in ads sent to us will be
printed in black or gray, but those graphics or pictures will be reproduced in color when the
issue is posted to the website. Since the News is produced by volunteers and our advertising
rates are modest, we do not provide the level of service that commercial advertising outlets
such as newspapers, radio and television stations provide to their customers. We will assist
advertisers in arranging simple ads, but we do not provide a graphic design service to create
elaborate ads.

We also expect advertisers to notify the editor if they want to stop or change their ads before
the deadline for each issue; otherwise we will repeat each ad in each following issue until told
not to. As an exception to this, if an advertiser specifies in advance that he or she wants to
place an ad in a specific number of issues, we will place the ad that many times then stop it.
The content of ads sent to us has not been a problem in recent years, but the editor does
reserve the right to reject advertisements which would not be a service to our residents or would
offend our residents.
