FLOODING and IMPROVEMENTS
(The continuing saga of restrictions placed on your property by FEMA)

Those of you who missed the June meeting did not hear our guest speaker, Duane Hengst, who came to us
from the City of Houston, Floodplain Management Office. Mr. Hengst, a Houston native and graduate of the
University of Houston (BS in Civil Engineering, 1981) gave us a rather sobering look at the complexity of changes
implemented by FEMA, and adopted by Houston in its City Ordinances.

Mr. Hengst discussed the various obligations for a resident experiencing flooding within the 100-year
floodplain, and numerous questions came from the attendees. Some of the more sobering aspects of his
presentation were the a) requirements of the new Chapter 19 section, b) the extra efforts one would have to expend
to obtain a variance from Chapter 19's requirements, and c) the tough and restrictive requirements one is going to
face if flooding occurs at the residence in the floodplain and as repairs are planned and implemented. For those
mapped in the new FEMA floodplain, the future could hold expensive remedies when home improvements are
planned. You are advised to be very careful and make sure that your contractor is knowledgeable about the law,
code requirements, and restrictions imposed. Before embarking on any plan, it would be advisable to contact the City
Engineering Department and obtain a briefing of the current status of all regulations and changes that may have
slipped in since Chapter 19 was passed by city council.

For those of you who did attend, Mr. Hengst sent us a few more items of information to supplement his
presentation and answer a few more questions which may not have received a full answer at the meeting.

1. Willow Waterhole Flood Control facility was estimated to be 37% complete in April (2008), and is scheduled
for completion by the end of the year. “I am still working to determine if re-mapping of the floodplain for Brays
is planned once the work in the area is complete,” states Mr. Hengst.

2. The Kirby Box Culverts and the Meyers Plaza detention facility at 610/Brays Bayou/Meyers Plaza are related
as the detention basin is a mitigation feature of the Kirby Drive box culvert project. [This now continues in
between Westheimer and Richmond as the fourth phase of the project.]

3. State Highway 288 crossing of Brays Bayou: “l understand major work is underway in this area currently.
The project is a joint project between HCFCD and a developer. | have calls in to HCFCD to determine the
status and purpose of this project and if there are any plans to mitigate the apparent restriction that SH 288
poses to flow in Brays.”

4. “Regarding the 50% substantial improvement rule invoking the need to bring a structure into full compliance
with Chapter 19, | have an important clarification. The cumulative 50% substantial improvement
measurement applies only to additions and to improvements related to rising flood water damage. Thus
major remodel work, such as to a bathroom or kitchen, are not included in the cumulative 50% substantial
improvement metric. Also, as the major remodel work is done, it increases the value of the structure and
results in an increase in the 50% dollar value level. Subsequently a substantial improvement remodel, a
structural addition, or flood damage improvements are measured against the new higher value before
invoking the 50% substantial improvement rule.”

5. If a homeowner finds her home is at or above the Base Flood Elevation identified for her area, she can file an
MT-EZ form with FEMA and have her home removed from the Floodplain. This she can do without help of an
engineer or without involvement of the City of Houston. Please contact the Floodplain Management Office to
obtain forms and instructions.

Phone cradle
stickers which contain these security contact numbers were distributed last year and business card-sized
magnets with that same information was distributed in mid-May as part of the Sign Project. Please use these
visual aids to facilitate your easy and appropriate use of emergency contact information. Also note that you can
add the Security Patrol number to those numbers called by your alarm company. Our two minute response time
when we have someone on duty always beats a vehicle dispatched from HPD.

Looking Ahead to 2009 and Beyond

Similar to what happened last year, during 2008 we struggled during the first few months of the year to staff up
to funded levels of Security Patrol Officers from the HPD talent pool. During the last couple of months we met
and then exceeded the proposed security staff level similar to what we did in 2007 so that we would not leave
unspent security salary and operating funds to roll into the tidy sum that WMCC has in its reserves. Coincident
with this increased staffing level, we saw something welcome but largely unexpected—a lack of uptick in
summer crimes as some naughty, vacationing students usually temporarily swell the ranks of active criminals
and hit us hard—but not this year. Our long term goal to have sufficient patrol presen ce to serve as a truly
effective deterrent to high crime levels appears to have been reached .

The Security Committee believes that we have reached that sweet spot between the 34% of 24/7 patrol
coverage that we had during calendar year 2006, when | was appointed Security Committee Chair, and the
100% of 24/7 that our most fearful and/or militant residents desire. We are currently running a patrol schedule
that is roughly 62% of 24/7 coverage despite having only budgeted a 52% coverage regime. We can do this
due to our under-spending in the early part of this year, where we started off in January and February around
40% of 24/7 coverage and have been increasing staffing by hiring additional off-duty HPD Officers and having
our pre-existing Officers take on additional shifts since then. The Security Committee strongly believes that

it is imperative to the maintenance of low crimera  tes in the neighborhood that we continue the WM
Security Patrol schedule at the present sweet spot of 105.5 hr/wk (62.8% of 24/7 coverage) throughout
the remainder of 2008 and all of 2009 and beyond. This will require additional funding. We do not
anticipate any major additional shift staffing requirements over the next few years, barring some extraordinary
circumstances. Therefore, we do not anticipate any additional, major security budget increases for 2010 and
forward, just the normal increases dictated by inflation, the CPI effect on wages, etc.

Our operating costs for wages (especially for filling the evening/night weekend shifts where HPD Officers want
to spend their weekends with their families just like the rest of us), fuel, etc., are going up. The Committee
wisely budgeted $4/gal for fuel costs for 2008 back in mid-2007 when gasoline cost nothing near that. The
specter of imminent inflation has affected our estimates for competitive salaries and operating costs for 2009.
Thus, to maintain the 105.5 hr/wk schedule into 2009, a 15.3% shift schedule increase from the 88 hr/wk
budgeted for 2008, we estimate a roughly 25% increase in the 2009 operating budget compared to 2008. This
last sentence has probably elicited howls of protest from some quarters. Alas, we are just facing the realities
that are staring us in the face.

Because we went for around ten years with no dues increase while requests for improved security have
mounted, we still have some catching up to do. Last year | mentioned that even if the proposed $50 dues
increase passed (which, thankfully, it did), we would still need to raise the dues another 10%/yr for another three
years to get on the kind of pay-as-you sound financial footing needed to support adequate security coverage
and all of the other things that the Civic Club does to maintain and/or help increase property values in Willow
Meadows. | still believe that that is the prudent course for moving forward.

Until we get where we need to be, | suggest that we consider the following:
- Implement those additional 10%/yr dues increases
continue to draw down the financial reserves, and
write checks for more than the dues amount to be allocated to the following funds:
0 The Security Fund for security operating expenses
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0 The Officers’ Holiday Fund , so that we can give our valiant Officers decent end of year bonuses to
help with employee retention and general appreciation of the Officers’ efforts on our behalf.

This article is being written before the Board has a chance to decide how to go forward on the budget
recommendations for 2009 from the Security Committee, so | have no idea how this will all turn out.

In a spirit of fairness and respect, the Civic Club has already insulated our limited income elderly residents from
any further dues increases, so they should be happy to have the rest of us pay for their increased security
levels. The upgrading transition continues in the neighborhood as new residents continue to buy and
extensively renovate or replace our 1950s/60s houses. Our neighborhood properties generally have had
steadily increasing sales prices despite real estate sales problems elsewhere. Therefore, most of our residents
who are not in financial straits or on fixed retirement incomes should be able to afford to pay for the kind of
security levels and neighborhood upkeep that such a fine neighborhood requires. A neighborhood with an
enviable living environment like ours should not try to get by “on the cheap.” Many comparable quality
neighborhoods throughout the city have dues amounts double or triple those in Willow Meadows.

Willow Meadows Crime Analysis

As can be seen in the information on the next page, WM Security Patrol-preventable crimes have remained low
for the past few months. Discussions with Lt. Mike Barrow have confirmed that burglaries of homes and
vehicles are very low in Willow Meadows but continue at substantial levels in neighborhoods to our west,
northwest, northeast, and east over the last three months. The most common serious crimes against our
residents have been burglaries of home and burglaries of motor vehicles.

We also believe that our increased staffing and patrol shift coverage in the last few months played a part in the
deterred incidences of crime in our neighborhood. The increased HPD coverage nearby, following the gang-
related incident earlier this year, has tapered off and yet rates of serious crimes in Willow Meadows have
plummeted. The Security Committee has evaluated the data and concludes that our increased staffing levels
must be given credit for this welcome development. The Committee wishes to thank our residents for their
continuing and generous support of the Willow Meadows Security Patrol program that helped to make this
possible.

Staffing, Patrol Coverage, and Budget News

WILLOW Staffing: At long last, during this quarter we welcome back Officer Carlos O’Brien

Overtime! Also during the quarter we added HPD Officers Edwin Rubio and Junie
PATROI_I_ED Julius to our patrol staff, but we are in the midst of some patrol shift and staff

BY juggling to accommodate some recent and impending changes caused by shift
OFF-DUTY reassignments within HPD. Patrol Coverage: As mentioned above, we are currently
set up to run a 101.5 hr/wk patrol schedule. Because we have judged this to be the
sweet spot for Willow Meadows Security Patrol coverage, the Security Committee
POLICE does not anticipate anything but minor staffing level changes for the foreseeable
future, barring some extraordinary events.

Budget News: We have worked over many aspects of the budget above, but one more item remains, a capital
budget item . Our second, older vehicle, the 1998 Ford Crown Victoria, has been in the shop a lot this year.
The many thousands of dollars that we have spent trying to keep this vehicle and its emergency equipment
package running this year has sent us a clear signal that it is time to replace it and stop throwing good money
after bad. Our positive experience with buying the 2002 Ford Crown Vic, a relatively low mileage vehicle in
quite decent shape that the Officers really love to drive, has led the Security Committee to propose to procure a
replacement vehicle in early 2009. The Security Committee has voted to budget a capita | expense item of
approximately $16,000 to obtain a recent model vehi  cle, repaint it white (if it already isn't), affix the HPD-
look-alike decal package, and install the light bar |, siren, etc. We expect this vehicle to last a decent
interval, considering that we hope to be putting many more miles a year on these vehicles to reflect the
increased staffing levels seen from 2006 through now but flattening out from here on out. The Security
Committee welcomes your comments and/or you volunteering to join the committee at
security@willowmeadows.org.

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The City is beginning a new heavy trash collection program
which will mean a major change in what you can include
in your heavy trash.

Effective this October, even months will be exclusively for
‘heavy trash and junk’, and odd months will be just for ‘tree
waste’.

The City will revamp its heavy trash collection according to the following schedule:
The City will collect tree waste exclusively on odd months.
On even months residents may set out only their heavy trash or junk waste.
Residents are limited to eight cubic yard (two pickup beds full) per monthly collection.

‘Tree Waste’ is defined as “clean wood waste”, which consists of tree limbs, branches and
stumps. Lumber, furniture or treated wood will not be accepted.

‘Junk Waste’ is used to describe items previously referred to as “heavy trash” and includes such
items as furniture, appliances, and other bulky material.

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2008 Proposed Amendments to the By-Laws

The By-Laws form the governing operational document of the Willow Meadows Civic Club. This year, an
ad-hoc committee—the By-Laws Revision Committee—was formed to identify which sections of the By-
Laws needed clarification and/or revision in order to streamline Association operations. The Committee
completed its work, held a Special Meeting in July, and proposes 23 amendments to accomplish this
purpose.

By now you should have received by mail a packet containing a ballot to vote on the proposed
amendments, a cover letter, a copy of the By-Laws showing the sections containing the proposed
amendments, and a table listing the proposed amendments. To vote, complete the ballot and mail it back
to WMCC in the enclosed envelope. Alternatively, you may vote in person at the September 9" General
Meeting.

The members of the By-Laws Revision Committee would like to extend their appreciation to the residents
who attended the July Special meeting. The discussion was most lively and enlightening! As a result of
that meeting, along with questions and comments we have received from other residents, we offer an
amended table, below, which expands on the rationale behind the proposed amendments and corrects
some misquoted page numbers.

The “#” column refers to the number of the proposed Amendment and the “Page” column lists any
applicable page(s) where the Amendment can be found on the abridged By-Laws document included in
your mail-out. The abridged By-Laws, the Explanation table and the current By-Laws can be downloaded
from the WMCC website at www.willowmeadows.org.

This By-Law would,
for example, authorize us to pay our officers via direct deposit.

Remove the term “Executive Committee” of the board, but keep all the
Board positions.  This By-Law provides all members of the Board with an equal
voice; since there are no true ‘executive duties’ assigned to any of the Board
Members, we feel that the term should be removed.

Spell out the process for a “Senior Exemption” for assessment increases.

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Have the By-Laws specifically mention the fee forr  esearch on home
refinancing. The existing By-Laws allow for a Title Transfer fee; we charge title
companies this fee when they contact us to determine if the property is in arrears
on the Annual Assessment. Specifically stating this fee will assist both buying
and selling parties in the sale process.

In Article Ill, Section 1, correct the amount of th e assessment charge from

Dear City of Houston Recycling Customer:

The City of Houston is studying the efficiency of its curbside recycling to ensure taxpayers are getting
maximum return on investment in the program. This means the Solid Waste Management Department is
studying the cost-effectiveness of collections from neighborhoods where few residents recycle at the curbside.
The most recent study of the current 162,000 participating households revealed that there were 43
neighborhoods (involving over 23,000 homes) which have a less than 10% set out rate for curbside recycling
services. (The national average for recycling set out is about 25%) In too many cases, the department’s trucks
must drive through entire neighborhoods to collect only a few bins. Obviously, with the price of diesel fuel,
equipment and staffing, such minimal collections are not cost-effective.

We are providing this information to all customers in hopes of improving participation rates, particularly in
those 43 neighborhoods. Those neighborhoods that do not improve their set o ut rates will be dropped
from the program at the end of this calendar year. As neighborhoods are dropped, others will be added to
replace them. | encourage you to recycle and help the city protect valuable landfill space.

Newsletter Advertising Rates

Just like nearly everything else the Willow Meadows Civic Club does, the Willow Meadows News is
produced and distributed by volunteers. The only cost to the Civic Club is printing, which costs several
hundred dollars per issue. Since we publish four issues per year in early March, June, September and
December — just before each general meeting — the total cost of printing is more than $1,000 per year. The
News accepts advertising for two reasons: as a service to our residents and to help pay for printing.

Our advertising rates are $40 for a quarter page, $75 for a half page and $150 for a full page, all per issue.
Each issue is distributed to the 820 to 825 homes in the neighborhood and is posted to the Civic Club’s
website, willowmeadows.org, shortly after publication. The Treasurer mails invoices to advertisers shortly
after each issue is published or will accept payment in advance if an advertiser prefers.

The deadline for sending new ads or changes in ads to the editor for each issue is the 7" day of the month
preceding the month of publication (February 7 for the March issue, May 7 for the June issue, August 7 for
the September issue and November 7 for the December issue). The News is only printed with black ink so
any color graphics or pictures in ads sent to us will be printed in black or gray, but those graphics or
pictures will be reproduced in color when the issue is posted to the website.
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Since the News is produced by volunteers and our advertising rates are modest, we do not provide the
level of service that commercial advertising outlets such as newspapers, radio and television stations
provide to their customers. We will assist advertisers in arranging simple ads, but we do not provide a
graphic design service to create elaborate ads. We also expect advertisers to notify the editor if they want
to stop or change their ads before the deadline for each issue; otherwise we will repeat each ad in each
following issue until told not to. As an exception to this, if an advertiser specifies in advance that he or she
wants to place an ad in a specific number of issues, we will place the ad that many times then stop it. The
content of ads sent to us has not been a problem in recent years, but the editor does reserve the right to
reject advertisements which would not be a service to our residents or would offend our residents.

Advertising inquiries should be made by telephone to the Treasurer until such time as a new editor is
appointed. The editor prepares the News in Microsoft Word software so advertisers should send ads to the
editor by email.
